n March 4, 2004, 71% of Alameda County voters passed Measure A, which imposed a half-cent

sales tax to support emergency medical, hospital inpatient, outpatient, public health, mental

health, and substance abuse services to indigent, low-income, and uninsured adults, children,
families, seniors and other county residents.

183 Intravenous Drug Users participated in safer
injection workshops, and a total of 32 IDUs
successfully completed one overdose prevention
training session by the HIV Education and
Prevention Project of Alameda County.
